ROAD SAFETY REMINDER 
Parents, please reinforce the principles of road safety to children by 
teaching, showing and setting good examples. 
Teach children to stop, look, listen and think: 
STOP at the kerb 
LOOK  right, look left and look right again 
LISTEN for approaching traffic 
THINK before crossing the road 
Encourage your child to always use a crossing where provided. At 
unsupervised crossings, ensure traffic has stopped before stepping 
onto the road and, at traffic lights, wait for the green walk signal and 
wait for the traffic to stop. 
If a Crossing Supervisor is on duty, teach children to listen to them and 
only cross when the Supervisor signals to do so. The Crossing 
Supervisor makes sure everyone crosses the road safely. 
Above all, lead by example. Children usually imitate adults so always try 
to do the right thing when crossing roads.

 The proposed after care service for children aged 
3-6 years will commence on Monday, 17th March.  The service 
will operate on a trial basis for 14 weeks (starting on 17th March 
through to the end of Term 2).  Approximately 4 weeks prior to 
the end of the trial, the Committee will assess the feasibility of 
the service and advise enrolled families whether or not the  
service will continue for the rest of the year.  
Families who submitted a 2008 application form by 15th February 
will have an offer of their permanent booking sent to them 
shortly.  Casual bookings (cost of $18 per session) will only be 
possible if vacancies exist on a particular day. 
Some vacancies currently remain each afternoon. Cost for  
permanent bookings is $18 per child per session.  Any other  
families interested in securing a permanent booking should email 
jenkoes@hotmail.com or telephone 3870 9213 so that an  
application form can be emailed.  The service is classified as 
‘registered care’ for Child Care Benefit purposes.
