UNSW COMPETITION 2008

As in previous years, this year, Ironside State School will participate in
the UNSW Competitions involving Computers, Science, Maths and
English for Years 4-7.

Direct links are made to all curricula in Australia ensuring relevant
questions and topics. These tests also provide an opportunity for
schools, students and parents to gain valuable experience in answering
real questions under exam conditions. In previous years the take up
rate has been close to 98% with parents appreciating the external
nature and feedback the test provide.

Each exam costs the student $7.00 and this cost will be added to the
students term invoice.

Every student who participates in these tests receives a detailed
diagnostic paper and online reports (mylCAS) measuring their progress
from previous years and a UNSW certificate acknowledging their level
of achievement.

Year 3 News...

On Tuesday the 20t May the year 3's and 2's participated in the ‘Know
Water, Know Life’ science show.

At the show we saw a power point and displays about animals and this
helped us understand that without water, animals, including us, cannot
live.

Some interesting facts we learned were;

o Dusky Moorhen: build their nests in sewerage water.

o Saltwater crocodile: can eat whole wild pigs and cough up fur balls
the smallest of which is the size of a tennis ball.

e Common eastern froglet: eat live prey and push their food down their
throats with their front legs.

o Black swan: slurps food from weeds under the water and builds a 2
metre high ‘wigwam’ which is the largest waterbird nest in Australia.

o Freshwater eel: are very slimy, most of which comes from their nose
which they pick with their tails and wipe all over their bodies to

o protect themselves from predators.

o Longneck turtle: excretes a stinky fluid whenever it is being attacked.

o Red-eyed tree-frog: gets it's name from it's red eyes and makes a
sound like a baby crying followed by a ticking sound.

Learning about water and life was a really great time because we
understood how crucial water is to our world.
We all need water to survive and our job is to look after our waterways.
