All Year 5’s are learning about simple  
machines. There are 6 simple  
Machines. They are the inclined plane, the 
wedge, the screw, the lever, the pulley and the 
wheel & axle.  All of these simple  
machines have a special use that makes work 
easier.  The Year 5’s have been to the  
playground to test pulleys.  We found out that 
a movable pulley makes loads easier to lift.   
We also did experiments with levers and ramps.  Later on in the term, 
we started to do LEGO DATA.  It was exciting because we had to make 
a machine that was made out of Lego!!  Some of the machines that we 
could make out of Lego were drums, a merry go round, wind screen 
wipers and lots more. We are excited about a project called the “Egg-
levator Challenge”. It’s a competition to see who can make a machine 
that lifts an egg 5cm high from recycled materials.  It is going to be 
really fun and we are going to be making it in the Hall today.   We have 
been enjoying learning about simple machines!
