ONESCHOOL 
I would like to reinforce the message to all parents that the new state 
school database, known as OneSchool, which digitally stores the 
records of Queensland state school students is a safe and reliable 
system for keeping information. 
The database, which has replaced outdated storage systems, including 
paper-based files and a 13-year-old computer system, contains only 
those pieces of information which are usually kept in every student’s 
existing file. 
 

Parents and carers should be assured that examples of student work 
are not stored in the system and that OneSchool has been thoroughly 
tested by national experts that specialise in security and is safer than 
existing systems. The database has been developed in full consultation 
with the Queensland Teachers Union, the Queensland Council of 
Parents and Citizens’ Associations, the Isolated Children’s Parents 
Association, and Principals’ Associations.

Stopping At Bus Stops... 
Are you aware that since December 1999 the term “No 
Standing” was replaced with “No Stopping” and drivers 
must not stop on that part of the road to which the sign 
applies? 
 

These signs are normally found near crossings,  
intersections and bus stops and sometimes have restrictions, for exam-
ple: 
 

7:00 AM to 9:00 AM School Days or 
2:00 PM to 4:00 PM Buses Excepted 
 

There may also be a yellow edge line which also means stopping is not 
allowed. These lines can be used either on their own or together with 
the no stopping signs. 
 

If you must park near a bus stop, be aware of the distances before and 
after the zone.  Motorists must not stop within 20 metres before a sign 
indicating a bus stop (the approaching end) and 10 metres after the 
sign (the departing end of the zone).  The only exceptions to this are 
when other parking control signs apply for this area.
