Dear Parents, 

At Ironside State School we acknowledge the importance of children 
developing sound spelling skills. At the end of 2008, staff discussed the 
importance of adopting a more formalised whole school approach to the 
teaching and learning of spelling.   

As part of this commitment to spelling, we have researched a number of 
programs to assist our students in becoming better spellers.  Information shows 
that programs which deliver a more research-based approach rather than 
relying on just memorization of words enable children to learn words forever, 
not just for a test.  

To facilitate this we will be using a well established spelling program known as 
Spelling Choices (this program is already being used with great success at a 
number of schools in Queensland). 

This program is designed to encourage a metacognitive approach to spelling 
and incorporates: Scope and Sequence Guide for Spelling (Queensland 
Studies Authority), Spelling: Improving Student Outcomes CD-Rom, 
phonological knowledge, word function knowledge, meaning knowledge 
and word history knowledge. 

Each student from Year 1 to Year 7 will have a spelling workbook.  The cost of 
the student workbook will be added to the Term 1 invoice ($11.55 for Yr 1 and 
$16.50 for Yr 2-7) – this work book will form an integral part of the spelling 
program and will be utilised for the entire school year.   

We acknowledge that this is an “additional extra” to the start up costs 
incurred at the beginning of a school year; however with our whole school 
focus on spelling and our shared understanding of the importance of 
accurate spelling in our everyday lives, we are looking forward to the great 
success that this program will bring to our students.
