This week, Mr Knights and I 
spoke to our Year 6 and 7 students about inappropriate communication usage and  
cyber bullying.  
 
I would strongly encourage all parents to carefully supervise their children’s use of email, chat rooms and other 
social networking sites and to discuss issues such as chain letters and cyber bullying with them.   
 
We are proud of our student behaviour at Ironside, however we must remain vigilant to quickly identify and 
stamp out all types of bullying. We regularly talk to our  students about bullying and encourage them to report 
bullying – both covert and overt.  
 
We encourage parents to contact us if they believe their child has been bullied.  We are most fortunate to 
have Ms Liz Woolcock working in a proactive way in our Student  Relationship Program to develop children’s 
awareness of appropriate ways to relate to each other. Our Guidance Officer, Ms Sue Robertson and our 
Chaplain, Mrs Marion Birchley also work hard  with our students in developing positive self esteem and 
relationship building.

Year 3 News 
 

The students of 3B would like to share some of their learning experiences this term. We have 
been learning about the earth’s water cycle and the care of our water. Here are some of 
the things we have been learning about: 
 

1.  The same water that is around now has been around since before the dinosaurs.  The  
      water that circulates around the earth doesn’t have a starting point or an end point. 
2.  Water is made up of molecules called H2O (two Hydrogen molecules and one oxygen  
     molecule) which looks a bit like Mickey Mouse without accessories. 
3.  Only 3% of the earth’s water is fresh and the other 97% is salt water. 
4.  Scientists suggest that animal and human sweat evaporates from the skin, turns into water  
     vapour and joins with other water vapour to form clouds that will eventually become the  
     rain. 
 

Water is the most powerful solvent in the world, so when you drink from a glass you may be 
drinking miniscule amounts of glass. But not enough for you to go screaming off to the  
doctor! 
 

As part of our term we have also been experimenting with water and its properties. As  
published scientists who are developing a book of science experiments we would like to 
share some pictures of our class doing an experiment. In these pictures we are building a 
landscape out of sand so that we can test to see what happens to the landscape when 
water falls on it. We observed how water becomes part of the ground water system.
