YEARS 3,5 & 7 TESTS

These tests contribute to the improvement of children's learning by

providing information on their achievement in aspects of literacy and
numeracy in Standard Australian English. They are managed by the
Queensland Studies Authority on behalf of the Queensland Govern-
ment. The tests are developed specifically for Queensland students.

Aspects of Measurement and Data, Number, and Space will be as-
sessed in the Numeracy Test. Test items will be multiple-choice or
open-ended, some of which will be based on materials in a magazine.
Some items will require the use of calculators and measurement materi-
als. Other items include mental calculations, written calculations and
problem solving.

Aspects of Reading and Viewing, Spelling, and Writing, will be as-
sessed in the Literacy Test. Reading and Viewing will be assessed
through multiple-choice items, which will be based on materials in a
magazine. Spelling will be measured through dictation and proofreading
tasks and through information from the writing task. Writing will be as-
sessed through a written response.

The tests are based on Queensland syllabuses and are designed to
cover a wide range of children's abilities across the State. In the tests
there will be some items that most children will be able to answer.
There will also be items that only a few children will be able to answer.
Both tests will be conducted in two sessions separated by a short
break.

Numeracy Test — Tuesday 21st August 2007
Literacy Test — Wednesday 22nd August 2007
