How do you know youõre better today, this week, this term compared to the last one? This knowledge is what 

prepares you to hit the target consistently with precision.  

 

òIf you do what excellent people do thatõs mimicry, sustained success comes from knowing how those who do 

excellent things thinkó. Knowing your achievement and success is fantastic on the surface. Are you prepared to 

look deeper and understand how and why that achievement was realised? The journey teaches us much more 

than the destination.  

The best one for me this morning was this ð and it remains a strong driver for the reflection that leads school 

improvement.  

 

òThe most significant event in a classroom at any given moment, is what is happening in the studentsõ mindó. 

¶ How do we know that students are thinking?  

¶ What does that actually look like?  

¶ Do we explicitly ôteachõ our students how to ôthinkõ or just to ôdoõ? 

¶ We donõt find rigor in content alone ð How itõs applied, analysed, justified and re-imagined is where 

rigor starts.  

Personally, I would like to say thanks to our community for all the continued support over the course of another 

term. Leading Ironside and all that it brings, remains a highly engaging and challenging pleasure.
